Part of the first week of April is known as  Holy week . Holy Week is from
28™ March to 4 ™ April which includes Holy Thursday also known in the
Catholic Church as Maundy Thursday. This is the day that we celebrate

the Last Supper, at which Christ started the Ceremony of Holy Communion.
It is the first day of the Triduum, the three days before Easter Sunday,
during which we commemorate Christ's Passion .

Good Friday is on April 2 ", the day on which we remember the death of
Jesus Christ on the Cross, the act that brought salvation to all who

believe. It is the culmination of Holy Week, which beg  ins on Palm Sunday,
and it takes place two days before Easter Sunday.

Holy Week begins with  Palm Sunday , also called the Sunday of the Passion,
and continues through Holy Thursday (when Holy Communion was instituted

at the Last Supper) and Good Friday, when Jesus was tried, crucified, and
buried. o

Holy Week is the week before Easter, commemorating events in the last
days of Jesus' life on Earth. It begins on Palm Sunday and ends on Easter
Sunday.

+ Palm Sunday the day Jesus arrived in Jerusalem.

+ Holy Thursday (Maundy Thursday), Last Supper and the betrayal by
Judas.

+ Good Friday (Holy Friday), the arrest, trial, crucifixion, death and
burial of Jesus Christ.

+ Holy Saturday , the Sabbath on which Jesus rested in the grave.

Theme: Easter Sunday
Scripture:  On the first day of the week, very early in the morning, the
women took the spices they had prepared and went to the tomb.

When they arrived, they

found that the stone had been rolled away from the entrance and the grave

was empty. They were surprised to find an empty grave and wondered what

had happened to Jesu s.




While they were wondering about this, suddenly, two men in dazzling bright

clothes appeared to the two women. Now they were not only surprised -- they
were also afraid. The men spoke to the women and said, "Why are you

looking for the living among th e dead? Jesus is not here, he has risen just as

he told you he would."

When the women heard these words, they remembered that Jesus had told
them that he would be crucified, but that he would rise again on the third

day. Now they were no longer surprised at finding an empty grave. They
rushed back to tell his disciples -- and everyone else what they had seen.

Some surprises, like playing with a Jack -in-the -Box, make us happy, but the
best reason we have to be happy today is that the grave is empty, Jesus i S
alive, and he loves us very much! That is what we celebrate today!
