Looking for a Sign

Theme: Jesus is the living bread.

Scripture:  Then Jesus declared, "l am the bread of life. He who comes to me
will never go hungry, and he who believes in me will never be
thirsty. John 6:35 (NIV )

We see signs all around us every day. When we travel around our town we see signs that tell us
what we should or should not do.

Our lesson today is about signs of a different kind. It is a story about some people who

were looking for a sign that would prove to them that Jesus had been sent from God. Do
you remember the story about Jesus feeding five thousand people with just five loaves of

bread and two fish? As you might imagine, that made Jesus very popular with the people,

so when the crowd realized that Jesus and his disciples had | eft, they went looking for him.
They found him way over on the other side of the lake. When they found him, they asked

him, "Teacher, when did you get here?"

Jesus answered them, "You came looking for me not because you saw God in my actions
but because | fed you. You shouldn't be so concerned about things like food. Instead, you
should be seeking the eternal life that | can give you."

The people wanted proof. "Show us a miraculous sign if you want us to believe in you.
What can you do? After all, Moses gav e our ancestors bread from heaven to eat when they
were in the wilderness. Can you do that?"

Jesus answered them, "The true bread of God is the one who comes down from heaven
and gives life to the world."

"Give us that bread! Give it to us every day," the people said.

Jesus replied, "I am the bread of life. Whoever comes to me will never be hungry again and
whoever believes in me will never be thirsty."

Some people today are still asking for some special sign that will prove that Jesus was sent
from God. God has given us all the signs we need right here in the Bible. All God wants is
for us to believe in the One He sent.

Scripture: When the Israelites saw it, they said to one another, "What is
it?" For they did not know what it was. Moses said to them,
"It is the bread that the LORD has given you to eat. Exodus

16:15 (NIV )

I am reminded of a story in the Bible. It is a story about something that

happened to the Israelites when Moses was leading them out of E gypt. The
Israelites had been wandering around in the desert for many years. Things

were difficult and the people began to grumble and complain to Moses that they
didn't have enough to eat. Moses told God about their complaining and God

said, "l am goingt o rain down bread from heaven for you, and each day the
people can go out and gather enough bread for one day."

The next morning when the people went outside their tents, the ground was
covered with a fine, flaky substance. When they saw it, they asked, "W hat is
it?" Moses answered them, "It is the bread that the LORD has given you to eat."

God told the people to gather only enough bread for one day. Do you know why
he told them that? He said that because He wanted them to trust Him to send
the bread thatt hey needed each and every day.

God still provides what we need for each and every day, doesn't He? That is
why Jesus taught us to pray, "Give us this day our daily bread."”

Dear Father, just as you provided daily bread for your children in the time of
Moses, you provide all our needs each and every day. For all of your goodness,
we give thanks. Amen.

All Day Preaching and Dinner on the Grounds

Theme: Jesus Feeds 5000

Scripture:  When they had all had enough to eat, he said to his disciples,
"Gather the pieces that are left over. Let nothing be wasted.” John
6:1 -15 (NIV)

When | was a child, going to church on Sunday was sometimes and all day affair. You see,

in the church where | grew up, we sometimes had what we called, "All Day Preaching and
Dinner on the Grounds." On that Sunday, most people came to church carrying a big picnic

basket like this one | have today. After we had Sunday School and preaching, we went

outside and had dinner on the church lawn. Oh what a feast! Ther e was fried chicken,
mashed potatoes, fresh vegetables from the garden, and home -made cakes and pies of
every kind you can imagine. After dinner, the adults gathered around and sang hymns and

the children played games. Some of my best memories of childhood are those Sundays

when we had "All day preaching and dinner on the grounds."

That reminds me of something that happened to Jesus and his disciples one day. They got

into a boat and sailed across a lake. When they reached the other side, they went up onto

the side of a mountain and sat down to rest. But when Jesus looked, he saw a great crowd

of people coming toward him. They wanted Jesus to teach them and heal the sick. So, that

is exactly what he did. He healed the sick and taught the people about the ki ngdom of
heaven.

Soon it was time to eat. Jesus asked one of the disciples whose name was Philip, "Where
can we buy enough bread to feed all of these people?"

Philip answered, "Eight months wages wouldn't buy enough bread for each person to have
one little bite!"

Andrew, another one of the disciples, spoke up, "Here is a boy with five small barley loaves
and two small fish, but how far will they go among so many?"

Jesus told the disciples bring him the loaves and fish and to tell everyone to sit down on the
grass. Jesus took the loaves and fish and looked up to heaven and gave thanks. He then
gave the food to the disciples to give to the people.

Was it enough? It was more than enough! The Bible tells us that when everyone had eaten
as much as they wanted, he told his disciples to gather up what was left over. I'm sure you
know what happened. They gathered up enough food to fill twelve baskets!

Maybe it would be a good idea if more churches today went back to having "All day
preaching and dinner on the grounds " It could be a good reminder to us that when we
come to Jesus, his blessing is enough. No, it is more than enough.

Heavenly Father, we praise you for your goodness. You give us all that we need and more.
We thank you in Jesus' name. Amen.

Theme: Feeding the multitudes

Scri pture: When they had all had enough to eat, he said to his
disciples, "Gather the pieces that are left over.

6:12 (NIV)
Our Bible story today tells us about a time when Jesus and his disciples had some leftovers. It is a
familiar story  -- one that probably all of you have heard. It is the story about the time Jesus fed 5000
people.

You probably remember that Jesus had been teaching a large crowd of people. It was getting close to
dinner time, and as he looked out over the crowd, Jesus turned to one of his disciples whose name
was Philip and asked, "Where are we going to buy the bread for these people to eat?"

Philip said, "You've got to be kidding!" No, he didn't really say that, but | imagine he probably thought
it. What he did say to Jesus was, "Even eight month's wages would not buy enough bread for each of
these people to have one bite!"

Andrew, another of Jesus' disciples spoke up, "There is a small boy over here who has five small
pieces of bread and two small fish, but that is not enough to feed all of these people."

"Bring it to me," Jesus said. Then he gave thanks, blessed it, and began breaking it into pieces to
pass around to the people. When they had all had enough to eat, Jesus said, "Gather the pieces that
are left over. Let nothing be wasted." They gathered up twelve baskets full!

There are a couple of very important less ons we can learn from this story. All of us could learn a
lesson from the little boy. He didn't have very much -- only five pieces of bread and two small fish --
but he was willing to share what he had and Jesus used it to feed a huge crowd of people.

Anot her lesson we can learn is that God often blesses us with much more than we need. When that
happens, what do we do with the leftovers? Jesus told the disciples to gather up the leftovers so that
nothing would be wasted. The Bible doesn't tell us what they did with the leftovers, but my guess is
that they probably used them to feed more hungry people.

Some of us may only have a little. Some of us have been blessed with much more than we need.
Either way, God is pleased when we share with others.

Dear Father,  we thank you for all of your blessings. Help us to be generous in sharing with
others. Amen.
