Theme: Heisrisen - believe it.

Scripture: Then Jesus told him, "Because you have seen me, you have believed;
blessed are those who have not seen and yet have believed." John 20:29 (NIV)

Do you find it hard to believe what someone tells you when what they are telling you

seems impossible? For example, suppose | said to you, "This paper clip will float in this

bowl of water." That doesn't make sense, does it? Experience tells us that if we put thi s
paper clip in the water, it will sink. So, if | tell you the paper clip will float, you would find

that hard to believe, wouldn't you?

Well, itisn't unusual to hear someone say, "I'll have to see it to believe it," is it? That is
what our Bible lesson is about today.

On the evening of the first Sunday after Jesus was crucified, his disciples were together

in a locked room. They were afraid that those who had crucified Jesus would also want to
put them to death. Suddenly, Jesus appeared there in the locked room with the disciples.

It was hard for the disciples to believe, but they saw him and Jesus showed them the

wounds in his hands and his side, so they knew it was him.

One of th e disciples, whose name was Thomas, was not with the others when Jesus
appeared to them. When they told Thomas that they had seen Jesus, he did not believe
them. He had seen Jesus crucified and buried, how could he be alive? Thomas said,
"Unless | see the  wound in his side and put my finger in the holes where the nails were
in his hands, | will not believe it!"

A week later, the disciples were in the locked room again and this time Thomas was with
them. Again, Jesus came and stood among the disciples. Jesus , said to Thomas, "Put
your finger here; see my hands. Reach out your hand and put it into my side. Stop

doubting and believe."

Thomas fell on his knees and answered Jesus, "My Lord and my God!"
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Jesus said to him, "Because you have seen me, you have bel ieved; blessed are those ed‘,
who have not seen and yet have believed."

You and | have never seen Jesus with our own eyes. The question is, will we be a
doubter, or will we be one of those who Jesus said were blessed because they believe,
even though they have not seen?

But he who has been forgiven little loves little." Luke 7:41 -47 (NIV)

John was a boy about the age of some of you. One day he was p laying with a friend who let

him ride his new bicycle. It was a very nice bicycle After riding the bicycle for a while, John

got off and parked it behind a car in the driveway. John and his friend got so busy playing

that they forgot all about the bicycle. After a while, the woman who owned the car came out

of the house and got into the car.

who left the bicycle in the driveway, so you are the one who is responsible."

John's heart sank. He didn't have the money to pay for the bicycle. He only ha d a couple of
dollars in his piggy bank.

John's father looked at him and said, "Son, we all make mistakes. | know you are sorry for
what you have done and that you don't have the money to buy your friend a new bicycle. |
will pay for the bicycle."




Johnranto his daddy; put his arms around his neck, and with tears running down his cheeks,
he whispered in his daddy's ear, "Thank you, daddy. | love you!"

That is a good picture of what our Heavenly Father has done for us. We all make mistakes -
the B ible calls them sins. The Bible tells us that our Father loved us so much that he sent his

only Son to die on the cross to pay for our sins. There is no way that we could ever repay him

for what he has done for us. All we can do is say, "Thank you" and try to show him how much
we love him.

That is what today's Bible lesson teaches us.

The Acts and the Epistles

The Acts:  The Acts of the Apostles is the fifth book of the New Testament,
written between AD 70 and 90 by the author of the Gospel according to Luke.
Acts is an account of the early preaching about Jesus Christ, the growth of

the primitive Christian community, and the spread of the Christian message.
It covers the period from the Ascension of Christ (chapter 1) and the

Pentecost, to the visit of St. Paul to Rome, where he was placed under house
arrest.

The book is commonly referred to as Acts , although some scholar s have
suggested the title to be interpreted as "the Acts of the Holy Spirit."

Tradition tells us that Luke , a Greek physician, wrote the book of Acts

sometime before Jerusalem was destroyed by the Romans in the year A.D.

70. Luke, the historian and theol ogian, describes the  apostolic age and how
the early Christian church developed in a time of bitter persecution.

The book of Acts covers a period of some thirty years. Luke wrote this book
as a sequel to his gospel (Acts 1:1 -2). Itis a book of missionary history as it
follows the spread of the Gospel from Jerusalem to Rome. Its major emphasis

is the continued acts of Jesus from heaven by the Holy Spirit through His

Chur ch. It provides important background for the principal writers of the

epistles or letters to the churches. The key elements of the Gospel are

repeated throughout the book in the preaching. It is important to remember

that Acts is a transitional book --not a doctrinal treatise.

The Epistles (Letters): Includes the letters of Paul, Peter, John, James,
Jude, and the writer of Hebrews. Most of these letters were written to
churches, but some were written to individuals.

The epistles are where the great doctri nes of the faith are explained in their
greatest detail -- both theologically and practically.
The book of  Acts of Apostles is found in the New Testament as the history

of the early Christian church
