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Under His Wing SO

Theme: God's love and care for his children

Scripture:  "O Jerusalem, Jerusalem, you who kill the prophets and stone
those sent to you, how often | have longed to gather your children together,
as a hen gathers her chicks under her wings, but you were not willing!" Luke
13:34 (NIV)

Do you know what a female hippopotamus is called? It is called a cow. Well, if the
female hippopotamus is called a cow, can you guess what her babies are called?
Right again! They are called calves.

A fe w years ago a hippopotamus gave birth to twins at a zoo in Memphis,

Tennessee. In deciding what to name the twins, there was a problem. The

problem was that the mother hippo wouldn't let anyone close enough to her

babies to determine whether they were boys or girls, so they didn't know what to
name them.

The naming of the twins was delayed for a while as the mother continued to care

for her babies: feeding them, protecting them, keeping them close to herself and

away from danger. The babies didn't seem to m ind that they didn't have a name

and stayed close to their mother. They knew a good thing when they saw it -- and
that good thing was a huge, funny looking, grey and pink creature who provided

them with everything they needed. Why should they stray?

This kind of love and protection by the mother is very much the same in most
animals. Some kangaroos, whose babies are called joeys, may stay in their

mother's pouch for as long as nine months! Baby eagles, or eaglets as they are
called, don't leave the ne st until they are about three months old. so you see, itis
quite natural for a mother to want to love and care for her children.

That is a very good example of the love that Jesus has for his children. The Bible
tells us that one day Jesus stood looking o ver the city of Jerusalem and he cried,
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"Jerusalem, Jerusalem how often | have longed to gather your children together ,‘5:’
as a hen gathers her chicks under her wings, but you were not willing." What a
beautiful picture of Jesus. Like a mother hen, Jesus gathering his children under
the shelter of his wing.
Jesus still loves his children today. He still wants to gather them in h is arms and

protect them and care for them. Sometimes, we stray away, but Jesus still loves
us just the same. That's the kind of love he has for you and me.

Theme:  Every day with Jesus is sweeter than the day before.

Scripture: About eight days after Jesus said this; he took Peter, John
and James with him and went up onto a mountain to pray. Luke 9:28
(NIV)

Do you like to travel? Even if you can't go anywhere, you can read books

about places you would like to visit, or you can go to a travel agency and they
will give you all of the travel brochures you want. You can see pictures of all

of the beautiful places  you might like to visit. If you have a good imagination,
it is just like being there.

When Jesus called his disciples, he said, "Come, follow me." Can you imagine
what it was like for them to travel with Jesus? Just think of the sights they
saw.

e Theysaw water turned into wine.

e They saw blind, crippled, and sick people healed.

e They saw people raised from the dead.

e They saw Jesus walk on the water.

e They saw 5000 people fed with five loaves and two fish.

Every day with Jesus was an exciting experience a s the disciples followed
him. Our Bible lesson today tells about a trip up a mountain that proved to be
one of the most exciting journeys ever for three of Jesus' disciples.

The Bible tells us that Jesus took Peter, John, and James and went up on a

mountai n to pray. As Jesus was praying, his face was changed and his clothes
became a dazzling white. Suddenly, two men appeared and began talking to

Jesus. Do you know who it was? It was Moses and Elijah. Peter and the others
had fallen asleep and when they woke up, they saw Jesus and the other two
talking. What a glorious sight! As Moses and Elijah started to leave, Peter said

to Jesus. "Master, it is wonderful for us to be here! Let's build three shelters

- one for you, one for Moses, and one for Elijah."
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Suddenly, a cloud appeared and covered them. A voice came from the cloud ‘

saying, "This is my Son, listen to him." When the voice had spoken, Moses

and Elijah were gone and the disciples were once again alone with Jesus on

the mountain.

What an experience! No  wonder Peter wanted to stay on the mountain top,
but the Bible tells us that Peter "didn't know what he was saying." After all, if
they had stayed there, they would have missed all of the wonderful
experiences that followed.

You and | have many wonderful experiences as we follow Jesus. There is a
song that says, "Every day with Jesus is sweeter than the day before." How

true that is! When we have a great "mountain top experience" we may wish

that it would never end. But remember, the best is yet to come!

Do

you think your mother likes to hear you tell her that you love her? Of course

she does! But do you know what your mother would like even more? She would
like for you to show her that you love her.

What are some ways you can show your mother that you love her? Well, you

might help out around the house. You could clean your room or empty the

trash. You could show her that you love her by obeying her when she tells you
to do something. You can show her you love her by getting along with your

brothers and sisters. It is easy to tell your mom that you love her, but if you

really love her, your actions will show it!

Do you think that God like s to hear us tell Him that we love Him? | know He

does. But He likes it even better when our actions show Him that we love Him.

How do we do that? The Bible tells us that, "God showed his love for us by

sending His one and only Son so that we might live th rough him." It goes on to
say that, "since God loved us so much, we ought to love one another." One of

the best ways to show our love for God is to love one another. Yes, God likes to

Their
disobedience ultimately brings God's judgment as He disperses Israel
(721 BC.) and allows Judah to be taken into the B abylonian captivity for
70 years (586 BC.).

These books deal with a variety of life's issues. Psalms is a book of
prayer and praise. Proverbs deals with how to live life skilfully. Job
deals with the problem of pain and Ecclesiastes deals with the problem
of pleasure. Song of Solomon is a portrayal of married love.
Lamentations features Jeremiah's laments over the fall of Jerusalem.
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Jesus Chooses His Disciples

Jesus told people everywhere He went about His Father in Heaven.
He called twelve men to help Him spread the good news of God's love. Jesus wanted
everyone to know how good and loving His Father is.

Simon and his brother Andre w were the first disciples Jesus chose. Next Jesus
called James and John, then Philip, Nathaniel (also called Bartholomew), Matthew,
Thomas, and James, son of Alphaeus and Thaddeus, and Simon the Zealot, and
Judas, son of James, and Judas Iscariot.

Mathias was not an original Apostle, but replaced Judas Iscariot after he bet rayed
Christ and killed himself, leaving 11 faithful disciples .

So Who Were the Disciples?

Disciple means pupil or student, and the disciples were people who chose to follow
Jesus and to listen to his teaching. They called him  rabb/, or teacher. The twelve
disciples were followers of Jesus whom he had chosen to become his core group, the
people he talked thi ngs over with and depended on.

According to the Gospel of John, Andrew and one other of the disciples had first
been disciples of John the Baptist.

The disciples were more interested in telling Jesus' story than in telling their own,
but we do know a few things about some of them.

Jesus nicknamed Simon Pefter, and the nickname stuck.

Peter, Andrew, James and John were commercial fishermen. They (or their families)
owned their own boats. James and John were the sons of Zebedee, and this John
may be th e person who wrote the Fourth Gospel, the Gospel of John.

Andrew and Philip have Greek names and spoke Greek to the travel lers who came
from Greece to hear Jesus preach. They may have had Greek relatives or Greek or
Roman educations.

Matthew had been at ax collector, a disrespected way of earning a living in those
days. Tax collectors were not allowed to testify in court, because everyone believed




they were totally dishonest. R i ;‘{

Simon the Zealot and Judas Iscariot may have been political activists, belongin gto
some of the many groups that wanted to overthrow the Roman government. The

Jews at that time wanted very much to have a Jewish king and Jewish courts that
understood their beliefs and the way they observed the religious laws.

We only know Thomas's ni ckname: both 7Aomas in Aramaic and Didymus in Greek
mean twin. He may have had an actual twin brother - or he may have looked so much
like Jesus that everyone joked that he was Jesus' twin brother.

What we know for sure about all the disciples is that the y all left their livelihoods
and commitments to follow Jesus as he travel led around the country, preaching,
teaching, and healing.

So, there we have it!

Simon Peter - Fisherman, son of John

Andrew - Fisherman, son of John, Peter's brother

James - Fisherman, son of Zebedee, son of Boanerges (thunder)
John - Fisherman, son of Zebedee, Boanerges (thunder), brother of James
Philip - From Bethsaida

Matthew - Tax Collector, son of Alphaeus

Nathaniel (Bartholomew) - from Cana, a "true Israelite"
Thomas

James, son of Alphaeus

Simon, the Zealot - Guerrilla fighter

Judas, son of James

Judas Iscariot - Guerrilla fighter, son of Simon

St Patrick's Day is being celebrated by Irish communities around the world.

1. St. Patrick is the patron saint of Ireland, although he was born in Britain, around
385AD. His parents Calpurnius and Conchegsee Roman citizens living in either
Scotland or Wales, according to different versions of his story.

2. As a boy of 14 he was captured and taken to Ireland where he spent six years in
slavery herding sheep. He returned to Ireland in his 30s as a rargsamong the
Celtic pagans.

3. Legend has it that he used the native shamrock as a symbol of the holy trinity
when preaching and brought the Latin alphabet to Ireland.

4. Miracles attributed to him include the driving of serpents out of Ireland.
However evidencesuggests posilacial Ireland never had any snakes in the first
place.

5. Wearing green, eating green food and even drinking green beer, is said to
commemorate St Patrick's use of the shamr@though blue was the original
colour of his veshents.

6. St Patrick was said to have proclaimed that everyone should have a drop of the
"hard stuff" on his feast day after chastising an innkeeper who served a short
measure of whiskey. In the custom known as "drowning the shamrock", the
shamrock thatds been worn on a lapel or hat is put in the last drink of the evening.

7. Popular Irish toasts on St Patrick's Day, include: may the roof above us never fall
in, and may we friends beneath it never fall out.

8. St. Patrick's Day was first celebratedAmerica in Boston, Massachusetts, in
1737. Around 34 million modern Americans claim Irish ancestry.

9. It is believed that St Patrick died on March 17 in 461AD. It is a national holiday
in Ireland, and on the island of Montserrat in the Caribbean, whasifaunded by
Irish refugees. It is a bank holiday in Northern Ireland and a provincial holiday in
the Canadian province of Newfoundland.

10. Dublin has a parade that attracts hundreds of thousands of people, while in
Chicago the river is dyed green fofeav hours. The biggest parade is normally held
in New York, while the largest celebration in the southern hemisphere is in Sydney,
Australia.




Interesting facts about St Valentine

Like many saints, actual details about Valentine's life are hard to come
by. There are at least three saints with that name, but the famous one
was a Christian priest (or possibly a bishop) who lived in Rome in the
third century. He appears to have been imprisoned, beaten with clubs
and eventually beheaded on the orders of the  Emperor Claudius I1, all
for being a Christian: not a terribly promising start for the saint of

love.

The first man to send a Valentine note was a Frenchman. Charles, Duke
of Orleans, was imprisoned in the Tower of London after the Battle of
Agincourt in 1415. He remained there for 25 years and wrote 60 love
poems addressed to his wife, which are claimed as the first formal
"valentines". One even refersto heras" Ma tres doulce Valentinee ".

In the 1840s, a young American woman, Esther Howland (1828 -1904),
received an English Valentine and decided to introduce the tradition to
the United States. She produced cards carrying messages like
"Weddings now are all the go, Will you marry me or no". The cards fell
out of fashion in Britain by the 1890s

Under the cu rrent calendar of the Catholic Church, Saint Valentine's
Day is celebrated on 11th November and not on 14" February .
