Theme:    No one can take us from our Father's hand.  

Scripture:    My sheep listen to my voice; I know them, and they follow me. I give them eternal 

life, and they shall never perish; no one can snatch them out of my hand. My Father, who has 

given them to me, is greater than all; no one can snatch them out of my Father's hand. John 

10:27-29 (NIV) 

Have you ever played a game of tug of war? It is a lot of fun, isn't it?  

In our Bible lesson today, a group of people were gathered around Jesus. They asked him 
whether they should believe that he was the Messiah. Jesus told them that to those who believe 
in him, he gives eternal life and they will never die. "No one can snatch them from my hand," he 
said. Now who would be trying to snatch God's children out of his hand? That's right! Satan! It is 
as if there is a tug of war going on between Jesus and Satan. 

The Bible tells us that the devil is prowling around like a roaring lion, looking for someone to 
devour. (1 Peter 5:8) He wants to destroy us, but if we put our faith and trust in God, he will care 
for us and hold us safely in the palm of his hand. Satan will try to snatch us out of his hand, but 
Jesus said "My Father, who has given them to me, is greater than all; no one can snatch them out 
of my Father's hand." 

Isn't it good to know that we are safe when we put our life in God's hands? As the Apostle Paul 
told Timothy, "I know the One in Whom I have put my trust.

The Minor Prophets   

 

The Minor Prophets in the bible are known to be:   

Hosea, Joel, Amos, Obadiah, Jonah, Micah, Nahum, Habakkuk, 

Zephaniah, Haggai, Zechariah and Malachi.  

 

Features of the Minor Prophets  

When we study the prophets we find they all pretty much have the 

same basic ingredients:  

(1) warning of impending judgment because of the nationsô 

sinfulness;  

(2) a description of the sin;  

(3) a description of the coming judgment;  

(4) a call for repent ance; and  

(4) a promise of future deliverance.  

 

So t he Minor Prophets  are -  Hosea through Malachi. Denounces sins of 

God's people, means of God's judgment, and gives ultimate hope through 

prophecies of Chri st's coming and redemptive wor k. 

The difference between "major" and "minor" prophets arises only from 

how much they prophesied, not how important their prophecies were.  
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 We Are One  

 

 

Theme:   In unity we show God's love to the world.  

Scripture:   I have given them the glory that you gave me, that they may be 

one as we are one: I in them and you in me. May they be brought to 
complete unity to let the world know that you sent me and have loved them 

even as you have loved me. John 17:22 -23 (NIV)  

Do yo u enjoy working jigsaw puzzles? Jigsaw puzzles can be a lot of fun. The 

pieces of a puzzle are in many different sizes, shapes, colors. If you look at 

one piece of a j igsaw puzzle, you don't get very much of the picture, do you? 

No, the pieces are not very important by themselves, but when they are all 

joined together and become one, they show the total picture.  

This jigsaw puzzle can teach us an important lesson about the c hurch. The 
church is made up of many individual members. Like the pieces of a j igsaw 

puzzle, the members of a church come in different sizes, shapes, and colors. 

Jesus himself prayed that the church would be one so that the world would 

see God's love in us . You and I are part of the picture. Jesus wants us to love 
one another, help one another, and serve one another. When we do that, we 

become one, just as Jesus prayed we would be, and when we are one, the 

world can see God's love in us.  

Unfortunately, just  as it is sometimes difficult to put all of the pieces of a 

jigsaw puzzle together, the individual members of the church sometimes have 

a hard time being one with each other. We may hear people in the church 
saying things like "I don't like the songs we si ng" or "The preacher preaches 

too long." When we say things like that and concentrate on our own likes and 

dislikes, we are no longer being one. We are like the individual pieces of the 

puzzle. The world cannot see God's love in us. They don't get the whol e 

picture.  
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If you ever find yourself thinking about yourself, rather than being united with 

others in the church, remember that Jes us prayed that we would be one.  

When we are one, bound together by Christ's love, the world will see God's 

love through us.

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An Overview of the New Testament  

  

The New Testament gives a written record of the life and teachings of Jesus Christ and a history 

of the early Apostolic church.  

The New Testament was written in "koine" Greek which was the universal language of the Roman empire 

during the time of Christ.  

DATE OF WRITING 

The entire Bible was written over a period of time consisting of about 1500 years. The first five 

books of the bible, known as the Pentateuch, are believed to have been written by Moses around 

1400 BC, while the last book of the Bible named "The Revelation" is believed to have been 

written by the Apostle John shortly before 100 AD. 

The writing of the Old Testament was complete around 400 BC meaning the entire Old 

Testament was written over a period of about 1000 years. In contrast, the New Testament was 

started shortly after the death of Jesus, and was finished some time before 100 ad spanning a 

much shorter period of about 50 to 60 years.

author, context, theme and persuasive text.  The books of the New Testament are traditionally 

divided into three categories: the Gospels, the Epistles, and the Book of Revelation. 

The Gospels and Acts of the Apostles 

The Gospels of Matthew, Mark, and Luke are known as the synopticτƳŜŀƴƛƴƎ άŀǘ ƻƴŜ ƭƻƻƪέτ

Gospels because each one tells a similar story, differing only in some additions. Each of the 

synoptic Gospels tells the story of Jesus of Nazareth, including his ministry, gathering of disciples, 

trial, crucifixion, and, in the case of Matthew and Luke, his resurrection. John is also a Gospel, 

though it is not placed with the synoptic Gospels because his story is so different. Rather than

mystery and identity of Jesus as the Son of God.  

Acts of the Apostles follows John, although it was intended to be the second volume of a single 

unit beginning with Luke. The same author wrote Luke and Acts consecutively, and while Luke is

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a Gospel about Jesus, Acts picks up the story at the resurrection, when the early disciples are 

appointed to witness to the world. Acts is a chronological history of the first church of Christ. 

The Epistles  

The books following Acts are epistles, or letters, written from church leaders to churches in

are letters that tradition has accorded to St. Paul in his correspondence with the earliest 

churches in the first and second century.  

The letters following the Epistles of Paul are called the Catholic Epistles, because they are 

addressed to the church as a whole rather than to particular church communities. These letters 

identify as their authors original apostles, biological brothers of Jesus, and John the Evangelist. 

The first of the Catholic Epistles is the Letter of James, attributed to James, the brother of Jesus 

and leader of the Christian church in Jerusalem. Next are the First and Second Letters of Peter, 

which identify themselves as letters from the apostle Peter. The First, Second, and Third Letters 

of John attribute their authorship to John the Evangelist, and the Letter of Jude attributes itself
