If you treat some people
better than others, you ha ve done wrong, and the Scriptures teach that you have
sinned.”

As James said, “You will
do all right, if you  obey the most important law in the Scriptures. It is the law that
commands us to love others as much as we love ourselves."

Take Up Your Cross
Theme: Take up your cross and follow Jesus.

Scripture:  Then he called the crowd to him along with his disciples and said: "If anyone
would come after me, he must deny himself and take up his cross and follow me." Mark
8:34 (NIV)

Every day we see crosses all around us. People wear them as jewellery, they hang them on
the wall, and they use them as key chains. When you pass by a church, it is not unusual to

their body. What comes to your mind when you see a cross? What does the Cross mean to
you?

Peter had given the right answer. You would think that would be the end of Jesus' lesson,

but it wasn't. "Keep it quiet and don't breathe a word of it to anyone," Jesus said, "because
it is necessary for me to suffer many terrible things. | will be arrested, tried, and killed, but

after three days | will rise again.”

Peter didn't like that! He took Jesus aside and told him to stop talking like that.

Jesus reprimanded Peter, "Get behind me, Satan! You are looking at things from a human
point of view, not from Godds. "

Then Jesus called the crowd of people who had gathered around to come and join him and

his disciples. "If any of you wants to be my follower , you must turn from your selfish ways,
take up your cross, and follow me. If you try to hang on to your life, you will lose it. But if

Theme: Prayer

Scripture:  Therefore confess your sins to each other and pray for each
other so that you may be healed. The prayer of a righteous man is
powerful and effective. James 5:16 (NIV)

| read the newspaper |, listen to the news on the television or radio to keep up with what
is going on in the world. Do you ever read the newspaper? Did you know that the

people who write the stories for the newspaper have a special way of deciding how to

write their story? Well, here is what the reporter does. To make sure that the facts of
the story are complete, a reporter makes sure that the article answers five important

guestions. Those five questions are: Who, What, When, Where, and Why. When we

read a story, it is good for us to ask ourselves those same questions to help us fully
understand the story.

You can read some verses from the Bible. These verses were written by James, the

brother of Jesus. In these verses, James is teaching about prayer. After
finished , seeif you can answer the who, what, when, where, and why questions about

prayer. (Read James 5:13  -16)

Well, let's see if you can answer the five questions about prayer.

A Who should pray?

Anyone! These verses tell us that anyone who needs God's help or anyone who has
received God's blessing should pray -- and that is all of us.

A What should we pray about?

Anything! We should pray for healing when we are sick and for forgiveness from sin.
We should offer prayers of thanks when we are happy, and ask for help in times of
trouble.

A When should we pray?

Anytime! If we should pray when we are in trouble, when we are sick, when we are
happy, or when we have sinned, that is just about any time, isn't it?

A Where should we pray?

Anywhere! These verses don't come right out and tell us where we should pray, b ut |
figured it out. If we should pray any time we need God's help, then | guess it just

makes sense that we should pray anywhere we are, because wherever we are, God is

there!

A Why should we pray?

Because God answers prayer! These verses tell us that pr ayer is powerful and effective
and that if we will pray, God will hear our prayers, heal the sick, and forgive our sins.

The five W's of prayer. Who? Anyone. What? Anything. When? Anytime. Where?
Anywhere. Why? Because God answers prayer.

Dear Father, than k you for hearing and answering our prayers. Help us to
remember that you want to heal us when we are sick, help us when we are in
trouble, forgive us when we sin, and rejoice with us when we are happy.
