The Acts andt he Epistles

The Acts:  The Acts of the Apostles is the fifth book of the New

Testament, written between AD 70 and 90 by the author of the Gospel

according to Luke. Acts is an account of the early preaching about Jesus

Christ, the growth of the primitive Christian community, and the spread of
the Christian message. It covers the period from the Ascension of Christ

(chapter 1) and the Pentecost, to the visit of St. Paul to Rome, where he

was placed under house arrest.

The book is commonly referred to as Acts , although some  scholars have
suggested the title to be interpreted as "the Acts of the Holy Spirit."

Tradition tells us that Luke , a Greek physician, wrote the book of Acts
sometime before Jerusalem was destroyed by the Romans in the year A.D.

70. Luke, the historian an d theologian, describes the apostolic age and
how the early Christian church developed in a time of bitter

persecution.

The book of Acts covers a period of some thirty years. Luke wrote this
book as a sequel to his gospel (Acts 1:1 -2). Itis a book of miss  ionary
history as it follows the spread of the Gospel from Jerusalem to Rome. Its

major emphasis is the continued acts of Jesus from heaven by the Holy

Spirit through His Church. It provides important background for the

principal writers of the epistles or letters to the churches. The key

elements of the Gospel are repeated throughout the book in the

preaching. It is important to remember that Acts is a transitional book --
not a doctrinal treatise.

The Epistles (Letters): Includes the letters of Paul, Pete r, John, James,
Jude, and the writer of Hebrews. Most of these letters were written to
churches, but some were written to individuals.

The epistles are where the great doctrines of the faith are explained in
their greatest detail  -- both theologically and p  ractically.

The book of  Acts of Apostles is found in the New Testament as the
history of the early Christian church
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
